Using Resin- To start with Simon mounted a 7in piece of Sycamore on the latj & ]
and turned a spigot and formed ogee shape on the base of the dish.

A -
channel was then cut into the rim, ensuiirigad very clean sharp edges ready t Jﬁi
fill it with resin. There would be no need to create an undercut on the channel ¢

the resin will stick fast to the wood.

Simon pointed out that powdered metals and dyes can be added to the resin fa
the desired effect. He also padtout that when mixing the resin and hardener
that it should be done in a well ventilated area as the fumes could be harmful
to eyes and lungs.

For this demonstration Simon neigta blue
pearlescent powder with the resin called Pearlex. It
comes in othecoloursand is available oAmazon.

The resin and small amount of hardenesre put in a
plastic beaker and thoroughly mixed. This process
creates small bubbles in the resin which need to be
drawn out prior to setting.

A Blackwood one had been prepared earlier
Simon with white Milliput inlay, from which
he removed the excess using his negative ra
scraper. In doing so the filletextured pattern
really stad out and even more so when a glo -
finish was applied.

Simon did a similar thing with a piece of
Blackwood, only this time he textured it
with a Crown AMini
used white Milliput.

Both would usudy be left in their
respective chucks to harden overnight.

Milliput is also available from Amazon and
comes in five different colours.

Nylon Inlays - After the break Simon introduced a technique for

inlaying nylon into a piece to create an infinite variet patterns. This Rl T .
involved the use of a 8mm nylon rod that would be cut into small len¢== N o
which would then be inserted into the turned piece. '

He started by using a piece of Padauk mounted on a waste block w
was turned to create a spigot so it cduddmnounted on the lathe. The
face of the Padauk was turned to form a small dish with a curved outer edge then taken off the lathe.

Simon then mounted a 1%zin

square spindle between centreh '
to make a drill stand and
turned one end to match the

stem size bthe tool rest banjo.

1'% The dish was then m@mounted

and the turned spindle put int
v the post hole. A hole with the
same diameter as the nylon rod was drilled into
and t he | at ht,&ight holasdvera drilled ardurad the fim of the dish.

Eight small plugs were cut from the nylon rod and glued in the holes using Superglue (CA Glue) and an
accelerator was used to hasten hardening. The protruding tops were cut off using a fine gl gewndish

finished using shear scraping and sanding.
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Resin Inlay Pt.2 - Finally, Simon returned to the dish turned earlier now that
the resin had hardened. Ordinarily he would leave it overnight to be absolutely
sure it had cured. Before finishiihg sprayed it with sanding sealer, the reason
being to stop any blue resin powder
getting into the wood grain during
finishing.
